Jack Michael Bert, MD, FACS (1965) 
Dr. Bert is a Clinical Professor at the University of Minnesota and a graduate of 
Northwestern & Temple Universities.  He completed his orthopedic surgical 
residency at the Mayo Clinic. Dr. Bert has been in private and academic 
orthopedic surgical practice since 1978.  He has written over 60 scientific articles 
and contributed to numerous books on subjects related to orthopedic surgery.  Dr. 
Bert holds four patents on orthopedic devices and has been a visiting professor at 
multiple International and American Universities.  
 
Jane Skinner Goodell (1985) 
Jane Skinner earned her BA & MA with honors from Northwestern University in 
Journalism.
